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With the worst season of the year for we Corvette lovers 

fast approaching, my thoughts have recently been 

turning to preparing ñmy babyò for the dreaded, long, 

long, winter. While Iôm certain that my ritual for storage 

is the correct one and that I am not an over protective 

father, I thought it would be interesting to ask some of 

the CRCC members on what they do. 

I was surprised that we have some eternal optimists in 

our club that ignore winter. 

Dick B. says ñHeck, mine is ready to go at any time. You 

never know when Mother Nature is going to give us a 

mid-winter gift of nice weather & dry roads. If Iôm not 

able to get it out on the road, I make sure I start it up at 

least every two weeks & let it run for about 20 minutes. I 

also recommend a quick-disconnect battery attachment.ò 

Gary F. commented ñI do nothing to winterize my óVette. 

In fact, I drive it during the winteréwhen the roads are 

clear!ò 

Larry B. added ñI never put any car away for winter. In 

my opinion it is better to drive them on good winter 

days. Brake rotors need to turn, wheel bearings need to 

turn, transmissions need to turn and get hot which they 

canôt do by simply starting the car. Doing all of this 

keeps seals and gaskets wet and supple so that they donôt 

dry out.ò Larry didnôt mention it, but the top will 

probably be down as well.  

 

 

Doug B. representing the wing of the CRCC more 

grounded in reality regarding to winter, does store his 

corvette, but not before completing his check list, 

ñchange oil, wash & wax (donôt put away wet), silicone 

all rubber (no petroleum-based silicone), inflate tires to 

37-40 psi, use battery tender, store in climate controlled 

area where there are no mice, start car at least once a 

week and run until oil temperature reaches 180 degrees.ò 

Deb A. told me that ñover the years the one thing I can 

say is I am certainly not consistent. I usually always wax 

the rims. I am consistent on this. I put a trickle charge on 

the cars. I have put Bounce dryer sheets under the hood 

to keep mice away. I did attend a seminar at Mid 

America that stressed not to put the little dry bags 

because it can dry out rubber/vinyl causing more harm 

and can stain. I wash her up, cry & cover ótil spring.ò 

What do the ñexpertsò (people that get paid for their 

ideas) say?  I read an article in a magazine recently 

touting these basic steps: 

Change the oil & filter, grease all fittings, put white 

lithium grease on all door hinges, hood latch etc., put a 

Teflon or Silicone lube on all-weather strip, add a gas 

stabilizer to a full tank of gas making sure to run the 

engine long enough to circulate the stabilizer throughout  

the fuel system, protect your battery with a battery 

maintainer, raise the car on jack stands and LOWER the 

pressure to about 25 pounds, and stuff the tail pipes with 

steel wool in a sandwich bag to stop rodents. 

There really isnôt a right or wrong, because it is your 

Corvette.  If you want to waste a couple of days while 

buried in the snow this winter, go to a Corvette blog on 

the web, they have all the answers. 

What do I do? Most all of the above and then some, but 

that is a protective Fatherôs prerogative. This year I will 

take Debôs advice and add crying.     Mike Williams

C5 Dual Fuel Tank Operation 
 

Did you ever wonder how your C5 (and probably C6) 

dual fuel tanks work?  The C5 has two 9-gallon fuel 

tanks ï one on the driverôs side and one on the passenger 

side.  When you fill the tanks, the fuel flows through an 

upper pipe to both tanks.  Both tanks have a fuel pump 

and float/sender unit BUT, the fuel pump in the 

passenger side tank is simply a siphon type pump with 

no moving parts. 
 

When you start the engine, the driverôs side pump 

pressurizes the system.  Excess fuel pressure is returned 

to the passenger side tank and to its siphon pump.  Once 

that siphon action starts, the passenger side tank will 

pump all available fuel to the driverôs side tank until that 

tank is completely filled.  That siphon action will 

continue even after the engine has been shut down.  The 

system always keeps the driverôs side tank full if there is 

available gas in the passenger side tank.  Something to 

think about for weight distribution if you are an 

autocrosser. 
 

Both tanks have a float and fuel level sending unit.  The 

powertrain control module (PCM) interprets the 

information being supplied by both senders and feeds 

that information to the body control module (BCM) and 

then to the fuel gauge.  The powertrain control module 

does not always read actual fuel levels.  There are preset 

voltage limits established for full and empty.  When both 

tanks are full, the gauge will read full.  When the gauge 

is reading half full, the passenger side tank is empty.  

When either of the tanks exceed the preset voltage limits 

the body control module is estimating the amount of fuel 

remaining until the actual fuel level falls below half 

tank.  At that point the fuel gauge is displaying ñrealò 

fuel levels again. 
 

On a side note:  I have noticed that my C5 fuel gauge 

gives me a pretty accurate reading.  Each ñhashò mark 

on my gauge represents one gallon of fuel.  Check it out 

sometime.

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Why are we doing all of these changes to the CRCC 

Articles of Incorporation and the ByLaws? 

In this Newsletter edition, you will notice several 

documents published concerning our CRCC Articles of 

Incorporation and also substantial proposed changes to 

the CRCC ByLaws.  Our original Articles of 

Incorporation which were done in the 1960's were 

written to last for 50 years, so they have an expiration 

date!  The good news is that CRCC has been around, 

going on 50 years, and the Articles can be amended and 

"Restated".  They can also be written to be "perpetual", 

with no new expiration date.  The only bad news is that 

it takes a little effort, and costs us about $20 to file the 

new information. 

As an Iowa Nonprofit Corporation, we are covered by 

Iowa Code, Chapter 504.  When we contacted the Iowa 

Secretary of State's Office, we were told to use the 

"Restated Articles of Incorporation" format, to roll all 

the needed changes into one new document.  This gives 

us the opportunity to move things that may change over 

time to the ByLaws, which are easier for our Club to 

amend when needed.  It also makes our Articles much 

simpler.  Most Iowa Nonprofits do the very same thing, 

and we found that even colleges have just two or three 

pages of Articles. 

These changes to the Articles make our CRCC proposed 

ByLaws more complicated, but it gives us a simpler 

process for making changes as time progresses.  We also 

spent some time reviewing the chapters of Iowa Code 

504.  There are some procedures specified that we really 

should follow.  As a result, you may see a reference to an 

Iowa Code by some of the proposed ByLaws wording. 

We hope to discuss this information at the November 

meeting.  If the Club votes by a 2/3 margin in favor, we 

will get the "Restated Articles of Incorporationò to the 

Secretary of State for filing.  The ByLaw records are 

kept by the Club. 

We hope that you will attend the November meeting!  If 

you have questions in advance, please contact the current 

trustees. 
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Editorôs Note:  The first publication is the original set of Articles of Incorporation_1963, followed by the 

Restated Articles of Incorporation_CRCC_2011, which is the proposed new set of Articles. 
 

 

ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION  

OF 

CEDAR RAPIDS CORVETTE CLUB  

 

 We, whose names are hereunto subscribed, being adult 

citizens of the State of Iowa, hereby adopt these Articles of 

Incorporation under Chapter 504 of the 1962 Code of Iowa. 

 

ARTICLE  I 

Name 
 

1.1. The name of the corporation shall be "CEDAR RAPIDS  

CORVETTE CLUB", and the principle office shall be in Cedar 

Rapids, Linn County, Iowa. 

 

ARTICLE  II 

Purpose 
 

2.1. The purposes for which this corporation are formed are: 

(a) To provide a facility for good fellowship and interchange                                              

of information and experience among owners and enthusiasts of the                                     

Corvette automobile. 

(b) To furnish members with information and advice                                              

pertaining to the Corvette. 

(c) To supply members with local, national and international                                     

Corvette news, and other automotive news of interest. 

ARTICLE  III  

Powers 
 

3.1. This corporation shall have all rights, powers, privileges                                       

and immunities now or hereafter conferred by the laws of the State of Iowa                             

upon corporations not for pecuniary profit. 

3.2. This corporation shall have the power to acquire and hold                                     

title to real and personal property. 

3.3. The private property of members, directors and officers                                           

of this corporation shall not be subject to the payment of debts or                                       

liabilities of the corporation.  

ARTICLE  IV 

Membership 
 

4.1. Any Corvette owner or enthusiast shall be eligible for                                      

regular membership, regardless of residence, nationality, race, color,                                             

or creed.  Applicants for membership may be admitted to membership                                       

upon approval of a majority of regular members present at any                                              

meeting of the corporation. 
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4.2. There shall be such admission requirements and                                       

membership fees as may be provided by the Bylaws.  Members shall                                          

pay such dues as may be determined by the regular members by                                             

motion at any meeting of the corporation.  

4.3. Any regular member in good standing may be awarded                                         

a life membership for special services when approved by the officers                                           

and ratified by a majority of votes of regular members cast in a mail ballot. 

ARTICLE  V 

Board of Directors 
 

5.1. The business of the corporation shall be conducted by a                                      

board of directors consisting of three elected members and the                                              

president, vice president, secretary and treasurer of the corporation as ex                                 

officio members entitled to vote. 

5.2. The elected members of the board of directors shall hold                                    

office for a term of three years following their election and until their                                   

successors are elected.

BY-LAWS 

Cedar Rapids Corvette Club (CRCC) 
 

CHAPTER  1 

Membership & Dues 
 

1.1 Membership in the Club is limited to owners or prospective owners of Chevrolet Corvettes, or Corvette 

enthusiasts, who are eighteen years of age or older.  If an applicant has not attained legal majority age according to the 

laws of his state of residence, he must submit a statement or parental consent, signed by a legal guardian and properly 

notarized. 

1.2 To join CRCC a prospective member must fulfill the requirement of By-law Article 1.1 and attend two Club 

functions.  They then must be voted in by a majority of members present at an official meeting. 

1.3 The Club may determine the amount of an initiation fee, if any, and set other club dues.  All dues are payable to 

CRCC by its members. 

1.4 Any member in frequent violation of City and State laws, traffic or other, or WHO COMMITS FLAGRANT 

ACTIONS THAT WOULD DEFAME OR BRING DISCREDIT TO THE CLUB , will be suspended from the Club, 

BY ACTION OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD , for an indefinite period.  THE EXECUTIVE BOARD SHALL 

CONSIDER ALL RELEVANT FACTS AND CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THE SUSPENSION.   

WRITTEN NOTICE OF THE SUPSPENSION, OUTLINING THE REASONS FOR THE SUSPENSION, SHALL 

BE PROVIDED TO THE MEMBER A MINIMUM OF 15 DAYS IN ADVANCE OF THE EFFECTIVE 

SUSPENSION DATE.  WRITTEN NOTICE WILL BE PROVIDED BY FIRST CLASS MAIL.   THE MEMBER 

WILL HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO BE HEARD, ORALLY OR IN WRITING, A MINIMUM OF  5 DAYS 

BEFORE THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THE SUSPENSION, BY THE EXECUT IVE BOARD, WHO IS 

AUTHORIZED TO OVERTURN THE SUSPENSION.  This suspension shall be lifted only by a majority vote of 

members present at an EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING.  (Reference Iowa Code, Chapter 504.622 - suspension) 

1.5 THE OFFICIAL CLUB MEMBER COUNT, FOR  PURPOSES OF DETERMINING QUORUMS FOR 

VOTING AND OTHER CLUB BUSINESS, WILL BE THE ACTUAL NUMBER OF PAID CLUB MEMBERS AS 

OF THE FIRST DAY OF THE CALENDAR MONTH.   MEMBER COUNT WILL BE AS PROVIDED BY THE 

CLUB GOVERNOR.  (Reference Iowa Code, Chapter 504.707 record date, membership count) 

CHAPTER  2 

Officers and Election of Officers 
 

2.1 The Club officers shall consist of a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Governor, Director of Social 

Activities, Editor, Historian, Three Trustees, Homecoming Chairman and a Competition Director.  

2.2 THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS, ALSO KNOWN AS THE EXECUTIVE BOARD, SHALL CONSIST OF 

THE PRESIDENT, VICE -PRESIDENT, SECRETARY, TREASURER, THREE TRUSTEES, AND OTHER 

OFFICERS AS LISTED IN  ARTICLE  2.1.  

2.3 OFFICERS SHALL BE EL ECTED ON A YEARLY BASIS, EXCEPT FOR TRUSTEES, WHO WILL BE 

ELECTED FOR THREE YEAR TERMS, WITH ONE TRUSTEE ELECTED EACH YEAR.  

2.4 THE OFFICERS TERMS SHALL RUN FROM JANUARY 1
st
 TO DECEMBER 31

st
,  FOLLOWING 

THEIR ELECTION TO OFFICE.   
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2.5 Officer nominations will be made at the November meeting. These officers shall be voted into office by a majority 

VOTE OF BALLOTS RETURNED , of the members by ON THE official secret ballot, SENT BY MAIL, BY THE 

SECRETARY, TO ALL MEMBERS, AFTER THE NOVEMBER MEETING .  THE BALLOT WILL SPECIFY A 

MAIL POSTMARK DEADLINE FOR RETURNING THE BALLOTS TO THE OFFICIAL CLUB MAILING 

ADDRESS.   Officers shall be elected on a yearly basis, except Trustees, who will be elected for a three-year terms, with 

nominations being made at the November meeting.  THE BALLOTS WILL BE COUNTED BY THE TRUSTEES, 

NO SOONER THAN 5 BUSINESS DAYS AFTER THE POSTMARK DEADLINE.   The results will be released at 

the annual Christmas banquet.  Office shall run from January 1st to December 31st.   

2.6 SHOULD A TIE FOR ELECTED OFFICE OCCUR, THE  CURRENT TRUSTEES WILL BREAK THAT 

TIE.  THE TRUSTEES  WILL VOTE WITH A SECRET  BALLOT, WITHOUT DISCUSSION, AND 

PROMPTLY AT THE VOTE COUNTING SESSION.  THIS WILL ASSURE A MAJORITY WINNER 

EFFICIENTLY AND QUICKLY, WI THOUT ANY FURTHER ACTION NECESSARY BY THE MEMBERSHIP.  

(Rule adopted at July 2010 regular meeting) 

2.7 All officers may be re-elected for consecutive terms except the President and Trustees. The President  may serve 

two consecutive one year terms.  A Trustee must be off the Board for one year, before being elected to another three year 

term. 

2.8 Members of CRCC may run for, or hold more than one office in the same year, if there are no other nominees for 

said office. 

2.9 The Executive Board shall appoint a person to complete a term of office if an officer resigns a position.  If the 

President resigns, the Vice-President will take over and a new Vice-President will be appointed by the Executive Board.  

CHAPTER  3 

Meetings

Iowa Code, Chapter 504.713, item 4) 

4.3 EACH MEMBER PRESENT AT A REGULAR, SPECIAL OR ANNUAL MEETING WILL BE 

ENTITLED TO ONE VOTE.  VOTING MAY BE BY SHOW OF HANDS, OR BY SECRET PAPER BALLOT, AS 

MAY BE DEEMED NECESSARY BY THE TRUSTEES OR EXECUTIVE BOARD.  SECRET BALLOTS WILL 

BE COUNTED BY THE TRUSTEES PRESENT AT THE MEETING.  

4.4 AN AFFIRMATIVE VOTE FOR ANY MATTER,  EXCEPT FOR VOTES REGARDI NG AMENDMENT 

OF THE BY-LAWS OR ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION, is defined as a majority VOTE  of those in attendance at 

the monthly business meeting, OR AT THE EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING . 

CHAPTER  5

CHAPTER  6 

Amendment 
 

6.1 These By-laws may be revised and will be ratified annually by 2/3 majority VOTE  of members PRESENT at the 

November ANNUAL  business meeting.  THE BY-LAWS, AND ANY PROPOSED CHANGES, SHALL BE 

PUBLISHED IN THE CLUB NEWSLETTER AT LEAST 10 DAYS PRIOR TO TH E NOVEMBER BUSINESS 

MEETING, FOR REVIEW BY THE MEMBERSHIP .
