It also allows you to see who is signed up based on any 

part of a name.  
 

To sign up for an event:  

1. Click on an event or events in the events box.  

You can highlight multiple events by holding 

down the 'Ctrl' key on your keyboard and 

clicking multiple events in the list.  

2. Type your name into the Name box.  

3. Type your cell phone in the Phone box  

(We need a way to get ahold of you at 

homecoming or on the road).  

4. Click the 'SIGN_UP' button.  

5. Your e-mail address is optional and probably 

unnecessary if you are a corvette club member.  
 

To see what you are signed up for:  

1. Make sure no events are highlighted in the list of 

events.  

You can use the 'Clear_List' button to reset the 

event list.  

2. Type any part of the name you want to search 

for.  

3. Click the 'SIGN_UP' button.  

Type in your name as you would normally sign up to see 

the events you are signed up for. If I type 'bri' in the 

name box, for example, I may get a list of events that the 

following people have signed up for because, the letters 

'bri' are in their name:

    Brian/Felicia 

    Madeleine Albright 

    Brigitte Bardot 

    Mike Trowbridge 

    Crystal Briggs

At the bottom of the page are 4 buttons that go to other 

pages (including the sign-up sheet). If you hit the 

signup_sheet button it will reload the sign-up sheet.  

If you want to print a list of events you are signed up for, 

click on the 'List_to_Print' button.  

1. Click on the drop down box and select your 

name.  

2. Click the 'signed_up_for' button.  
 

You will get a list of events you are signed up for and all 

information associated with those events. You may find 

it handy to stick this list in your car before you go to a 

homecoming parade. If you don't pick a name and click 

on the 'signed_up_for' button you will get a list of all 

events. The other buttons are self-explanatory and not 

necessary, but take a look.
